                Sailing Instructions for the Stanley Pursuit Race

Rules.
This event will be governed by the ISAF RRS 2005-08 (RRS), including the HKYA Prescriptions, the DBYC Standard Racing Instructions (SRI), and these Sailing Instructions.  
Start.
The staggered start will be from outside the mouth of the DB marina, along an imaginary line drawn between the South side of the marina entrance, at the left end, and ‘Lizard Rock’ at the right end of the start line. The line will therefore be oriented at 235 degs, and be approximately 1 cable long. Boats may use engines right up to their start time, but not beyond.

Start times.  Timings shall be based on GPS time, with first start at 0900 hrs. A full list of participating boats will be published on Fri, 6 July with detailed start times for each boat.
Course.   The course will be defined by the following marks:

Finish

Finish.  The finish shall be between Committee Boat, ForPlay, and an orange club mark located in Stanley Bay (Chek Chue Wan) at approximate position N 22 12.74 E 114 12.55. If a finish boat is not on station, boats shall finish between two orange marks at the same location. Boats should then note the names of boats finishing immediately before and after their own finish. Finish order will equal prize order.

Motoring.  There will be no Motoring Division, however, any short burst of motoring for safety reasons (eg to avoid the path of commercial shipping) shall be declared to the Race Chairman, Andy Küng, at the finish or immediately on arrival at the Boathouse. A time penalty may be applied if an advantage is gained; this will be at the discretion of the Race Committee. 

Safe Navigation.  Boats must not obstruct traffic in the Fairways or Traffic Separation Schemes. All commercial vessels (or towing combinations of over 40 m LOA) will be granted a “Moving Prohibited Zone” in accordance with SRI section 4, which boats may be disqualified for infringing.

Safety.  Note the contents of SRI section3 2 and 3, in particular:
· All boats shall be equipped to comply with ORC Category 4. 

· A boat shall not race with its anchor or other similar piece of equipment positioned outside the sheerline of the boat. Any offending boat may be disqualified and such penalty will not be subject to protest. 

· Boats shall have valid third party insurance and shall produce a valid Certificate of Insurance if requested by the Race Committee

Comms.  VHF-equipped boats should listen out on Channel 72.


Admin.  Participants should contact Race Chairman, Andy Küng, on 9026 9694 with any administrative queries.

Boats should anchor in Stanley Bay. The DBYC will endeavor to arrange a  tender to shuttle crews ashore for lunch at the Boathouse, 86-88 Stanley Main Street. However, boats should take inflatable dinghies if they have them, to avoid delays.

Crews should aim to be seated at 1230, latest 1300 hrs. Lunch $250 pp ($100 for kids) inclusive open bar and selection of appetisers, mains, desserts, coffee, etc. Skippers are asked to arrange seating for their own crew, and coordinate payment for their crew’s food and beverage direct to the Boathouse.
Prizes.  Courtesy of the Boathouse, prizes will be awarded over lunch.

Participating Boats.  The list of participating yachts will be published on Fri, 6 July.
